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Steamboat, CO ð January 1-7, 2018 
 
Last year we ran our first-ever trip targeted to families with children and it was such a hit weôre doing 
it again this year!  This time weôll visit one of the most popular resorts in the United States, Steam-
boat!  Steamboat has been dubbed ñSki Town USAò because it is home to so many Olympic ski ath-
letes yet it is known for being family-friendly, has been recognized as "the Premier Family Ski Re-
sort" by Jetsetter and has ranked in the top 10 Family Ski Resorts by both SKI Magazine and Forbes 
Magazine in each of the last three years. For adults Steamboat is known for its Champagne Pow-
derÈ , abundance of blue slopes and great tree-skiing. 
  
Weôll be staying in 2 BR/2 BA and 3 BR/3 BA condos at the Torian Plum, a ski-in/ski-out property 
located next to the Christie chairlift, right behind Slopeside Grill and an easy ski down to the gondola. 
Each unit has a fireplace, full kitchen, daily housekeeping, a private shuttle, indoor & outdoor hot 
tubs, a fitness center, in-unit washers and ski lockers.  
 
Making the trip even more family-friendly, kids 12 and under ski free if their parents or grandparents 
purchase a 5 day (or more) lift ticket.  Limit one child per adult.

On our third trip of the season weôll once again experience The Power of Four ð Thatôs the ability to 
ski the four different resorts in the Aspen area using a single lift ticket. 
 
Our lodging will be at The Crestwood, a luxury condominium complex that 
offers many amenities, including free ski/boot storage at their on-site full 
service ski shop. 
 
Snowmass offers 3,332 acres of skiable terrain with 4,406 total vertical rise. There are over 
150 miles of trails with the longest run at 5.3 miles which is a blast! And thatôs just at Snowmass, 
where we will be ski-in, ski-out. Aspen, Aspen Highlands and Buttermilk are all a short shuttle 
ride away and your lift ticket is good at all 4 resorts. Total skiable terrain for all 4 mountains is 5,517 
acres!
